SECTION 1.      That this Council, on behalf of the government and the citizens of the City of 
Mansfield, is privileged to honor and pay tribute to Richy upon his retirement with the Mansfield Police 
Department, K-9 Unit on December 30, 2023 after nearly seven- and one-half years of service with the 
Mansfield Division of Police. 

K-9 Richy is a German Shepherd, born in 2013 in the Czech Republic, and his primary language is
German.  He joined the Mansfield Police Department on July 16, 2016.  He was certified with his
handler Patrol Officer Denny E. Kiner on December 18, 2016, and has been on the road ever since.

Throughout his many years of service, K-9 Richy has had hundreds of drug seizures that lead to 
successful convictions of those suspects.  He has been deployed for multiple incidents ranging from 
violent criminals, trackings, search warrants, school drug searches, pursuits, missing people, article 
searches, public demonstration, classroom visits, and helped convict suspects.   

He enjoyed the attention from the public.  The favorite memory was a building search for a suspect that 
had broken into a doctor’s office.  The K-9 announcement was made with no response from the suspect. 
As K-9 Richy started his search of the business, he located the subject and chased him, causing the 
suspect to jump out a window into the arms of the fellow officers that were securing the perimeter of 
the building.   

K-9 Richy will retire to the good life of rest and relaxation living at home with Patrol Officer Kiner and
his family.  K-9 Richy has earned his retirement for the dedication and commitment to giving

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE

SECTION 1. That the Public Works Director be, and he is hereby, authorized in the manner provided 
by law, to enter into a contract or contracts with the lowest and best bidder or bidders for the improvement 
of streets and park roads by resurfacing the present paved area with asphalt concrete, all in accordance with 
plans, estimates, and specifications now on file with the City Engineer.   
 
SECTION 2. That the cost for sewer-related improvements shall be paid from Sewer Fund Non-
Departmental (503.99.99) Contractual Services Classification. That the cost for water-related 
improvements shall be paid from Water Fund Non-Departmental (502.99.99) Contractual Services 
Classification. That the remaining cost of the improvements, including laboratory testing and inspection 
services authorized in Section 1 hereof shall be paid from Street Resurfacing Fund, Street Department 
Operations (404.53.01), Contractual Services Classification. 
 
SECTION 3. That by reason of the immediate necessity to award a contract for these improvements 
during the favorable construction season, this measure is determined to be an emergency Ordinance for the 
immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety, and welfare of the City of Mansfield and its 
inhabitants and providing it receives the affirmative vote of two-thirds of all members elected to Council, 
it shall take effect and be in force immediately upon its adoption, otherwise from and after the earliest time 
allowed by law, after its passage and approval by the Mayor.
